Jesus said in Aramaic, “Ahebw labwheldbabaykhun.”

From the place within, that may be hidden from yourself, you have auspiciously
been brought together with another that feels out of rhythm with you. They seem
to stop and start harshly; mindless, hollow, and vacant; illogically impeding you.

Bring yourself back into rhythm within. Unite with them from the inside. Find the
rhythm that harmonizes theirs. Fill the inner void and find the movement that
mates with theirs - like two lovers creating life from dust.

Do this work privately within you, with humility.
